Regular Council Meeting Minutes

6 PM Mayor Juschka calls meeting to order and asks everyone in attendance to stand for the pledge of
allegiance.

Lacy Brooks motions to approve the agenda, Jarla Whitaker 2" the motion. Motion was passed.

Jarla Whitaker motions to approve the July council meeting minutes, Heather Schoning 2™ the motion.
Motion passed.

Mayor Juschka asks for approval of a $50 donation to the fire department for their fundraiser. All agree.
Lacy Brooks motions to approve July claims, Heather Schoning 2. Motion was passed.

Heather Schoning motions to approve the fire departments matching fund VFA grant upon receiving
paperwork for the grant and the exact amount, Jarla Whitaker 2", Motion passed.

Heather Schoning motions to move into public hearing for liquor licenses at 6:11pm, Lacy Brooks 2.
Motion passed. Mayor Susan Juschka asks the public if they have any comments or concerns. There were
no concerns or comments on any of the three liquor licenses. Regular council meeting continued at
6:13pm.

Heather Schoning spoke on streets and alleys. She has a citizen grant meeting with Bob Budd. She

requested for the trees on main street to be trimmed, and also discussed certain pursuing designated no
parking areas in the winter time. The discussion will continue further at a later date.

Lacy Brooks with the cemetery spoke about wanting to get a flag pole for the welcome sign into town,
and reimbursement for the volunteers painting the gazebo. Lacy also told the community about the
movie in the park that she and Jarla were putting on as a free family event.
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Jarla Whitaker gave us updates on the library and the progress Justin Nichols is making with updates. She
also told us about her want to put up new wind socks and poles at the airport.

Dan Dugdale discussed and updated everyone on the master water plan, our meeting with Kathy
Weinsaft, and our plans to obtain grants for future projects in Glendo. He also updated all on the
sanitary survey and that we got word that we are in 100% compliance at this time.

This is a mandatory class and the slots are filling up quickly so we offered to host
another one for them in the meeting room on October 18", 2023.

Bobby Himle updated us on water leaks he and David have been working on around town.

Tristany Hoffman alerted the town that our offices will be closed on August 30" for intensive training
with our software company Black Mountain Software.

Susan Juschka spoke about the extreme success of the golf tournament fundraiser and showed her
gratitude and pride in the town.

Eric Jones discussed a few corrections in our Coffey Engineering contract and how gracious Coffey
Engineering has been to accommodate the town of Glendo to make this work for all. He also brought up
designating specific areas for Anglers Rest beer and liquor sale during the fly-in. After some discussion
Heather Schoning motions to approve airport grounds for beer and liquor sales, Dan Dugdale 2"%. Motion
passed.

Heather Schoning motions to approve the third and final reading of ordinance 267, Lacy Brooks 2™,
Motion passed.

Eric Jones updated us all on the old hotel. There was a family emergency and the goal is next week to get
the asbestos testing done. Once that is done we can begin the process of taking bids for demolition.

Dan Dugdale motions to adjourn the meeting, Heather 2". Motion passed.
