Regular Council Meeting Minutes

In attendance Mayor Susan Juschka, town lawyer Eric Jones, Licensed water operator Pete Delgado,
Town Clerk Tristany Hoffman, Assistant Town Clerk Kelsey Crabtree, council members Lacy Brooks,
Heather Schoning, and Jarla Whitaker.

6pm Susan calls meeting to order, asks to stand and state the pledge of allegiance.

Susan Juschka calls for corrections to agenda states Kim Himle will not be speaking. Heather Schoning
motions to approve, Lacy Brooks seconds, all members agree, motion is carried.

Mayor Juschka moves to approval of September meeting minutes. Heather Schoning approves the
minutes, Jarla Whitaker seconds. Motioned is carried.

Mayor Juschka moves for the approval of the 2023 Treasury reports. Lacy Brooks carries the motion;
Heather Schoning seconds the motion. Motion is carried.

Heather Schoning questions the magazine subscription on the September claims. Tristany states that in
the magazine they showcase a section on our town museum and library. It is a one-time yearly fee.
Heather questions if HUB International covers the town’s tractor. Tristany explains HUB International
covers all the town vehicles. Mayor Juschka explains price increases of insurance. Lacy Brooks questions
the credit card being switched from Brenda Hagen to Tristany Hoffman. Tristany explains credit cards will
have been cancelled and we will be starting fresh with credit cards. Lacy questions the printer needing to
be repaired. Tristany explains the printer has been having many issues. Heather motions to approve the
claims, Jarla Whitaker seconds the motion. Motion is carried.

Mayor Juschka moves to approve council checks, Lacy Brooks motions to approve, Mayor Juschka and
Jarla Whitaker second the motion. Motion is passed.

Parks and Rec Sam Hamlin and Tiffany Dean came to deliver pamphlets to give information about their
budget for the vote on November 7th. Talks about the project, properties, funding sources, activity fees,
approvals, special election for the 6™ penny, design. Sam Answers questions about cleaning, paying staff,
and about a pool. Sam expresses there is funding to help Glendo as well.

Heather Schoning with streets and alleys gives updates on amendments. Talks about Insurance of events
when they are on town property or its employees will be covered. Also states that Abbey Hageman has
recievead all of the paperwork on the audit.

Lacy Brooks touching base on The Keep Glendo Great meeting, she got quotes for alerts. States that the
fence at the cemetery is done and looks really good. Thanks everyone who worked on it for working
hard. States she went over the minutes from last month about bathrooms being locked. Stated they she
believes they should be shut off when it is cold and on a seasonal schedule. Questions the TDS
dumpsters on Wilson. Tristany answers she has tried to contact TDS and her attempts to get it solved.
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Lacy states she got the lights at the entrance sign. No response on the flagpole still. Also states that the
properties out on Wilson Ave that are for sale should have for sale signs. Wants to talk with maintenance
about boomtruck quotes for the dead trees at the cemetery.

Jarla Whitaker on the airport, states we could use a boom truck at the airport as well for dead trees.
Library is still not finished and no one has been there to work on it.

Tristany Hoffman talks about training received today with Wyoming rural water.

Mayor Juschka moves to new business introduces Resoluton 10-2023. Eric Jones explains this is a
resolution for the request of public records, available during normal business hours. Formalizes costs,
process of receiving records. Jarla asks what reasonable times are. Eric explains that asking at 5 minutes
until close isn’t reasonable. Must be a “reasonable time”. Heather makes motion to accept 10-18-2023
to be affective immediately. Jarla asks for it to be tabled for the time being. Lacy motions to make it 50
cents. Lacy proposes to make it 50 cents and table it.

Mayor Juschka invites Jane Bekelja to speak. Jane Bekelja thanks Lacy for the bathroom seasonal hours.
Asks Mayor Juschka about selling bulk water. Asks what the state auditor told her. Susan says we need
the water in the town and were questioned by the state how much water we could hold. States when
the house burnt down we used a lot of water. Asks about the penny tax. Asks where the money from the
penny tax that was for a community center is being used. Discussion about the penny tax. Jane asks how
we get the money. Susan explains we get a check from the county, and we deposit it. Jane states that we
are about $48,000 short. States the amounts we have received and how it doesn’t add up to our
balances. Tristany explains she will look into the checks and can call and check the balances. Jane her
question is with the audit, she is asking about policies for employees, checks, logging what they are
doing for maintenance and such. Asks about if we will still block off the streets for the Fall Fest still.
Susan states we will.

Susan Juschka moves onto old business asks for any public comments.
Susan brings up upcoming events asks people to attend.

Heather motions to adjourn. Jarla Whitaker Seconds. Motion is passed
